Tickets may also be purchase in
advance in person at the Zoo entrance during daytime hours of operation. Nightly hours of
operation are 5:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m., Sunday to Thursday, and 5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m., Friday
and Saturday.

o Tickets are date and time specific. Guests must enter the Zoo within the 30-minute time
frame indicated on their ticket. Tickets do not have a designated exit time.

e All guests, regardless of age, require a ticket to be counted toward capacity.

e Tickets for children 2 years of age and under are FREE.

e Tickets for all guests 3 years of age and older are $16.00 + GST.
